Pleasure to speak to you I’m a big fan of NPR. 
The National Hurricane/Tropical Prediction Center does not directly collect damage statistics its focus is meteorological information.  However, it does include some of the findings for insured and uninsured damage costs in the end of season report summaries.  These may be found at: http://www.nhc.noaa.gov/
In the left-hand blue margin, under “Hurricane History” open “NHC/TPC Archives”.  At the top of the next screen you’ll see “Hurricane Season Tropical Cyclone Reports.  Opening 2004 provides an alphabetical/chronological list of all the storm events for that season.  Each report has a section on “Casualty and Damage Statistics”.  
There is also some preliminary information listed in the Hurricane Season Tropical Cyclone Monthly Summary Archives.  These are listed 2 paragraphs below the Cyclone Reports.  They are listed by month.
