The meeting was called to order by Kari Kozak at 3:42 p.m. (CST) on January 10, 2013, in Austin, Texas.  The following items were discussed:

Approval of Agenda:
The agenda was approved with the following two changes:  the MGA Advisory Board report was moved to follow the treasurer’s report and Maria Latyszewskyj gave the report as chair of the MGA Advisory Board, not Judie Triplehorn as listed on the agenda handout.  

Chair Report:
Kari Kozak thanked the members of the executive board for their service this year and also thanked the members of the nominating committee and the ASLI Choice committee for their successful work.

Treasurer’s Report:
Gloria Aversano handed out a report at the meeting showing an ending balance of $9,042.09 on December 31, 2012.  The 2012 and 2013 conference registrants and AMS service fees were not included in the report, and Gloria will send out a final report when all of the details are finalized.  Gloria will work with Jan Thomas, the incoming treasurer, to ensure a smooth transition and pointed out that ASLI is a 501c3 corporation for tax purposes.  She also said that ASLI would need to file a return with the IRS before April 15th.

The group discussed the necessity of appointing an audit committee, consisting of three members and the treasurer, with a target date of doing the audit in March after the conference fees are finalized.  The chair will appoint the audit committee.

Linda Musser also suggested that the treasurer investigate using PayPal to make it easier, especially for foreign ASLI members, to pay dues. 

MGA Advisory Board:
Maria Latyszewskyj reported that the board met on January 9th.  Adam Arnold from ProQuest also reported that the use of MGA is increasing, talked about the role of widgets in driving use, and mentioned several universities that are using MGA effectively.  Members can contact Adam at ProQuest to get information about their institution’s use of MGA.

Website Report:
Brian Voss was not at the meeting to give a report.  The problem with Google Search was brought up, and Kari explained that Brian was aware of the problem and that it will eventually disappear. 

Membership Report:
Judie Triplehorn reported that currently ASLI has 43 members including members in the United States, Canada and Germany.  Springer, AMS and ProQuest are corporate sponsors.   Judie has sent membership forms to the UCAR libraries, and we passed out over 150 membership forms at the Career Fair booth and the ASLI booth this year.  She also talked to various vendors and plans to send thank you notes to all of the people who entered the ASLI Choice book raffle this year.  Gloria reminded everyone that membership dues should still be sent to her until the audit is completed.

ASLI Choice Report:
Maria Latyszewskyj thanked the ASLI Choice committee members – co-chair Chris Sherratt, and Anita Colby, Jean Phillips and Steve Quillen.  The award ceremony on Wednesday afternoon was very successful with several authors and publishers attending to receive their awards.  Thirteen books were raffled after the ceremony.  Maria will submit an article to BAMS on the awards, and a list of the award winning books follows these minutes.  Because the conference was so early this year, the committee is planning to consider books published in late December 2012, with the 2013 books for the 2013 awards.

ASLI Booth:
Ginny Dietrich thanked Jinny Nathans and AMS for their help in setting up the booth and thanked everyone who provided materials and helped to staff the booth.  The booth benefited from a good location, attractive ASLI Choice books and handouts, and the willingness of ASLI members to welcome visitors to the booth and talk about the value of libraries.

AMS Liaison:
Jinny Nathans reported that she has already talked to the incoming chair-elect to begin planning next year’s program.  She said that people were disappointed that there wasn’t a treasure hunt at the student conference this year and said that AMS would be happy to provide a prize for the hunt.  Jean Phillips, who worked on the hunt for two years, offered to provide background information to new volunteers and urged them to start their planning early.  The time commitment, both in planning the hunt and arriving early at the conference to offer the hunt, was discussed as a possible reason for the failure to offer the hunt this year.  Jinny also volunteered to help with the hunt on Saturday at the conference.


New Business:
The following new business was enacted at the meeting:
· Article 8, Section 2, was changed to read as follows:  
ARTICLE VIII: NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS
Section 2 Each year the Nominating Committee shall present one or two candidates for chair-elect and either secretary or treasurer, the latter two offices to be filled in alternate years. The Committee shall obtain the acceptance of each nominee prior to submission of its report.  The nominee shall be a member in good current standing with the organization. 
The proposed change, adding the last sentence, was emailed to ASLI members before the conference.  Jinny Nathans moved to approve the change, Maria Latyszewskyj seconded the motion, and the motion was approved unanimously.
· The NCAR Library asked ASLI to endorse a grant proposal to the Institute of Museum and Library Services that NCAR is planning to submit.  The grant would enable the libraries to do a needs assessment for a geoscience disciplinary repository.  Matt Mayernik presented the request to the membership.  After discussion, Chris Sherratt made the following motion, seconded by Anita Colby:
ASLI endorses a needs assessment for a disciplinary repository for the geosciences in order to support the widespread and open sharing of literature, gray literature, and digital data in the atmospheric and related sciences.
The motion was approved.  Jennifer Harbster will write the endorsement and send it to the NCAR Library.

The following ideas and concerns were also discussed at the meeting under new business:
· The possibility of an ASLI blog, how it would be structured, what would be discussed, and how members would be encouraged to participate.
· The need to develop a new ASLI action plan to replace the outdated ASLI institutional plan.  Jennifer Harbster will work with the executive board on this.
· A code of ethics for ASLI – is there a need and what would it contain.
· With the NOAA Central Library possibly moving or downsizing, the executive board should insure that the ASLI archives remain intact.  If necessary, a new location for the archives should be considered.  Jennifer Harbster will go to the Central Library and assess the current status of the ASLI archives.
· Creation of a Wikipedia entry for ASLI.  Information could include an explanation of who we are and lists of the ASLI Choice award winners.
· Additional information on the ASLI website, including more information on ASLI’s history and its founding members.  Gloria Aversano suggested the possibility of creating an audiopod with a speaker explaining the history and accompanying pictures.  At ASLI’s 10th anniversary, a history was compiled that could serve as a base, and it was suggested that the NCAR archivist might be able to help in documenting the history.  Another suggestion for the ASLI website was information on how to sponsor people or donate to ASLI.


Recognition of Outgoing Officers:
Kari recognized Eugene Major, Past Chair, and Gloria Aversano, Treasurer, whose terms of office have ended.  She thanked them for their service to ASLI.
