If I was a NOAA researcher, I would want the following from a library:

· As many online journals, databases and ebooks relating to my research that I could get, all easily accessible from my desktop computer, iPad, phone and/or other mobile device.

· A collection of standard reference materials, either digital or in paper, that I could use to check on facts, refresh my memory and broaden the scope of my research when needed.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Information about and training on the resources so that I would know what was available and how to access it.  The training would be as short, concise and easy to understand as possible, preferably happening when I needed it.

· A collection of new resources, books, DVDs, journals, reports, etc. that I could browse to become familiar with new ideas or research outside of my primary focus area.  Ideally, the resources would be attractively displayed and easy to find so that browsing would be a fast and enjoyable effort for me – not another job to do.   Also, as new research areas opened up or my department focused on new problems, the collection of resources would change to reflect the new priorities.

· A quiet place that I could go to get away from the distractions of my office when I needed to focus on something to read or think about.

· Small and medium size spaces that I could use to meet with other researchers or team members.  The spaces would have tables and comfortable chairs, a whiteboard, connections for technology to make presentations, and enough room to meet comfortably.

· A librarian, either in person or through some digital link, that knew my research area, knew the resources that supported my research, and was able to access any materials that I needed but couldn’t find myself.  Preferably, I would work with the same librarian so that s/he would know what I needed, and I wouldn’t waste my time trying to find someone to help me or having to make lengthy explanations each time I requested something. 

· Someone who could establish connections with schools, public libraries, colleges, and other groups to help me reach out to the public and share information about my research, especially in areas that would improve lives or public safety.

· A place that would store my research and publications, either in paper or digitally, into the future and would easily facilitate identifying, sharing and the use of the materials by others.
