Minutes to NOAA Librarians Meeting, March 14, 2013

I.  Margarita Gregg to provide update on the MOG and NOAA Central and Regional Libraries:

Margarita Gregg was unable to attend due to a pressing budget meeting.  Neal is going to ask her for an outline of the information which will be provided to the librarians.

II.  Neal Kaske provided some information on the following:

	a.  SirsiDynix.  Librarians will not have to do anything once everything is transferred to the Sirsi servers.  A common solution has been agreed to by both sides and Stanley tested it out and it does work.  All that remains is the approval by the NESDIS CIO.

	b.  Fedlink overlap study.  Stanley provided Fedlink with NOAA title and holdings information from Sirsi to Steve Short at Fedlink for an overlap study with 7 other agencies and the result of the study showed very little overlap.  Each agency’s collections were unique.  A formal report of this project is forthcoming and will be shared with the librarians.

	c.  Fedlink.  Neal requested that the librarians review their OCLC accounts for any changes they need to make (i.e. any services never or rarely used could be cut) as he will be soliciting funding for OCLC in a couple of months.

	d.  NOAA Central Library physical consolidation.  The NOAA Central Library is planning to give up 30% of its space.  We are expecting final approval in the next couple of weeks.  In the meantime, plans and proposed dates for this project are going forward.  While the library will be physically smaller, the amount of shelving space will be about the same due to 3 areas of compact shelving.

III.  Hot issues in your library.

Loop around the country beginning on the west coast on issues in the libraries:

Paula Johnson in Juneau has been taking a webinar on RDA which replaces AACR2 for cataloging.  Anna mentioned she and Li have been taking training for RDA NACO (name/authority), as well as cataloging in RDA.  They are trying to get certified by LC for RDA name authority.  They have 2 webinars next week and the following week, and when that’s completed they will go through post training review and approval.

Brian Voss had alerted everyone earlier on the noaalibs listserv of problems using EndNote with the ProQuest databases, but that issue has been resolved.  Now he has a problem with the Connection file with NOAAlinc.  It reduces unauthorized headings in the catalog.  Anna offered to add any name authority headings into Sirsi.  Finally, Brian is reviewing URLs to NOAA and other Government publications for inclusion in the IR.

Debra Losey’s library has just moved to a new building across the street from her previous location.  She is trying to make sure everything fits on the shelf.  Her major problem was the architect did not request input from her so there are some issues that need to be resolved, but she loves the new building.  The highlight of the building is a 4 story water tank that will be used for experiments. Photos and information in the project can be found at http://swfsc.noaa.gov/newlab/ 

Ginny Dietrich just finished with her Armed Shooter Drill before the meeting.  Her major project is working with the University of Oklahoma regarding EF4 and EF5 tornadoes in the region.  This project will contain a master list of the tornadoes, a GIS map, path of tornado, date, city, injuries and deaths, length and width, and duration on ground.  This information will be located on a web site.  Ginny is also working more with social scientists to gauge people’s reactions to weather tragedies—why do they react the way they do.  She gave an example the storm that struck the Indiana State Fair a while back.  This is a new area of research.

LaGena Fantroy isn’t having any issues with her new library.  It’s been over 7 years since her library was destroyed by Katrina.  She was able to provide input as to what she wanted.  The library is part of the NOAA outreach team in Pascagoula and she was busy earlier in the day with 500 children.  LaGena had a question regarding copyright and scanning full books on the NOAA ships.  After much discussion, it was decided to contact the publisher, explain the circumstances and see if the publisher will approve.

Maria Bello is scanning documents for inclusion in the Institutional Repository.

Helen Ivy has been busy cleaning up records and correcting holdings in Sirsi.  Items have been removed from Sirsi that are not on the shelf.  There is a new NCCOS requirement on web pages which require approval from NCCOS and justification and owner for each page, but it won’t affect Helen as her web pages are on the College of Charleston server, however, it will affect Patti’s web pages.

Patti Marraro is going through the same old stuff, no funds etc.  The Beaufort Lab is having their annual St. Patrick’s Day festival and next week is their annual shooter drill.  She is waiting to see if her web pages are approved by NCCOS.

Mara Sprain’s library move is in the planning phase and she is providing input. She hopes to be moving this summer from the basement to the 2nd floor.  A major contract for personnel in NCDC expires later this month, but she expects the new contract to be in place by then.

Jan Thomas has been busy getting funds for his journal order and the requisition has been sent to contracts.  He is using usage date and reports reviewing titles and based on the data may be making some changes.  I believe there will be extra funds be available for ARL for their subscription needs.

Ani Turner’s library will be moving to Ford Island by Pearl Harbor within a year or so.  This complex will host NOS, NMFS, NWS, US Fish and Wildlife and National Park Service.  The library will have 5,700 square feet of space, the building is environmentally friendly.  There will be just 1 librarian.  Ani’s funding for subscriptions will be cut for 2014.  The Tsunami Center library which is run by NWS will be a separate 200 sq. ft. library that the NWS staff can use, but there will be no dedicated person for that facility.

IV.  Odds and Ends.

Craig Wilson at the NWFSC in Seattle will be retiring in July but there is no word as to whether he will be replaced.  Giselle Maira left the GLERL Library at the end of February, and at present, there is no word as to whether she will be replaced.

As a result of the Balanced Scorecard, Chris Belter has modified the NOAA Central Library home page.  In the bottom right corner of the page a box listing the most recent updates to our NOAA publications tracking project has been added. The titles and links are to recent journal articles published by NOAA scientists. The box is also available as an RSS feed.
