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In response to Action Item 051914-2 from the NOAA Research Council meeting held May 19, 2014, the NOAA Central Library provides the following brief instructions on obtaining researcher identification numbers. The NOAA Central Library will coordinate with librarians throughout NOAA to provide guidance, and will schedule webinars to facilitate this process in the near future. 
If you do not already have a researcher ID the Library suggests that you first obtain the ResearcherID from Thomson Reuters for two reasons. One, the Library currently uses Web of Science from Thomson Reuters to build listings of NOAA publications, and the ResearcherID makes this process easier. Secondly, the registration process for ResearcherID also includes the option to obtain an ORCID at the same time.

ResearcherID:
If you already have a login and password for Thomson Reuters, you can use them to register for ResearcherID. You may login directly to the ResearcherID site (www.researcherid.com) using the same user name and password, or login to one of the Thomson Reuters services and look for a link for ResearcherID. Follow the links to register. If you do not have a login and password for Thomson Reuters, go directly to http://www.researcherid.com/ to access a simple form. Once you fill in your name and email, Thomson Reuters will email to you an invitation link which leads you to the registration page.
The profile page for ResearcherID also features a link to ORCID. Follow the ORCID link to register with that system and link the two IDs.
Thomson Reuters defines Researcher ID on their site:
ResearcherID provides a solution to the author ambiguity problem within the scholarly research community. Each member is assigned a unique identifier to enable researchers to manage their publication lists, track their times cited counts and h-index, identify potential collaborators and avoid author misidentification. In addition, your ResearcherID information integrates with the Web of Science and is ORCID compliant, allowing you to claim and showcase your publications from a single one account. Search the registry to find collaborators, review publication lists and explore how research is used around the world!

To register on the ORCID system go directly to the above website and fill in the required information. The reasons for having an ORCID as noted on their Web page:
ORCID provides a persistent digital identifier that distinguishes you from every other researcher and, through integration in key research workflows such as manuscript and grant submission, supports automated linkages between you and your professional activities ensuring that your work is recognized.

Webinars and Further Information:
The NOAA Central & Regional Libraries will conduct brief webinars in conjunction with Thomson Reuter’s staff on how to sign up for a ResearchID and how to manage your citation counts. The Libraries will also provide standard formats for listing NOAA and its Line and Staff Offices so citation counts and other bibliometrics can be obtained on unit as well as individual levels. The NOAA Central Library will provide notice of the schedule for these webinars once that has been determined.
